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It's possible to configure an Eagle Tofino either using a network connection, or by saving
the configuration files onto a USB storage device and loading them directly using the
Tofino's USB connector. The USB method is also used occasionally to load diagnostic and
test programs into the device.

The USB storage device should be inserted into the USB connector on the front panel of the
Tofino, and then the "S/L/R" pushbutton on the Tofino should be pressed TWO times. Once
this is done, wait a few seconds and then the Tofino will access the USB storage device and
load the files from it.
